Analysis

• Pence has appealed to blue collar voters through his 
support of traditional energy production, an idea that 
parallels strongly with those of Trump. 

• While Governor, Pence has overturned energy efficiency 
programs enacted by a Republican predecessor, and he 
has led the state in challenging the Clean Power Plan.

• The Koch brothers donated significantly to Pence’s 
gubernatorial race, a relationship that could ease 
relationships between Trump and the Koch brothers.

Analysis

• Kaine largely tracks along the viewpoints that have been 
expressed by Hillary, with the only difference being his 
support for offshore drilling. 

• He also supports liquefied natural gas exports abroad, 
but his two differences still leave him overall more liberal 
in his environmental and energy views than the 
Pence/Trump team.
